Travertino F

Daricco "Travertino F" is a facade acrylic decorative plaster reinforced with siloxane based on natural ground marble, which
can be used to imitate natural coatings with a matte structure: imitation of travertine, shell rock, concrete effect, rock effect,
as well as to create various relief structures in combination with other types of decorative plasters. The grain size is 0.5 mm.

Composition:
Mineral fillers, marble chips, aqueous acrylic dispersion, water repellents, rheological additives.

Features:

- The plaster allows you to create a complete imitation of travertine stone; rock.

- The product can be used on building facades and in wet rooms.

- It perfectly resists atmospheric precipitation and UV exposure.

- Travertino is resistant to temperature changes.

- It is resistant to mechanical damage and abrasion.

- The coating is easy to restore.

- It does not require perfect preparation of the base and perfectly masks minor defects.

Substrate:

On building facades, the best substrate for applying Travertino F is mesh-reinforced styrofoam treated with a premium
cement-sand putty. The surface must be clean, dry, crack-free and suitable for processing. Freshly applied cement-sand
plasters or putties shall be cured according to the manufacturer's recommendations. Level out unevenness with cement
putty. Clean and treat the areas affected by fungi with an antiseptic solution.

Method of application and work performance:

To apply Travertino F plaster, the following tools are required: a stainless steel trowel and a spatula, as well as auxiliary
brushes and structural rollers. The coating can be applied in one or several layers depending on the type of coating chosen.
Apply the plaster from corner to corner of the wall without stopping. On facades, avoid direct sunlight, windy weather or
applying plaster to a wall heated by the sun. Also, do not apply the plaster in rainy weather. The best temperature for
application is from +18 to +25C.

The material acquires the characteristic appearance of stone after partial drying and "compacting" it with a trowel.
Consumption of one layer is 0.7-0.8 kg/m2 depending on the base. Drying time of the layer is 12-24 hours. All
recommendations are effective at a base temperature of +20°C and relative humidity of 60%, in other conditions the drying
and curing time may vary. Rinse the tool with water immediately after finishing the work.

Precautions for use and disposal:

Keep out of the reach of children. In case of contact with eyes, rinse immediately with clean water. Residues of dried plaster
are environmentally safe and are normal construction waste.

Storage:

In a tightly closed container in a cool place at a temperature from +5 to +30 C. Avoid direct sunlight on the container. The
guaranteed shelf life in a hermetically sealed package is 12 months.
